What is an Apostrophe? 

· An apostrophe is a punctuation mark that is used to show possession or to omit letters in a word (contractions)

· It looks like this -( can’t  

Possessive Nouns 

· Possessive nouns are nouns that show ownership or possession.

·  these words could be a singular or plural nouns

· Add an “ ‘ “ and an “s”  when you have a singular noun

· Example: 

· The dog’s bark is loud.

· This sentence shows that the bark belongs to the dog. It is possessive.

· When the noun is plural add an apostrophe after the “s” unless the plural noun does not end in “s” 

· Example:

· All of the designers’ clothes show a different point of view.

· The women’s rights movement began in  1848

Contractions

· you can use contractions to shorten a word by removing one letter or more and substituting an apostrophe in the same spot

· Examples

· You ‘re= You Are

· Can’t – Cannot 

· I’ll = I will

· It’s= It is

· NOTE: Its is possessive. When you are using the possessive form of it, you will not use an apostrophe.
