Roots

DUC/DUCT, from the Latin verb ducre, “to lead” shows up regularly in English. Duke means basically “leader.” But such words as produce and reduce also contain the root, even though their meanings show it less clearly.

SEQU comes from the Latin verb sequi, meaning “to follow.” A sequel follows the original novel, film, or television show.
